Be advised that the ‘Cardinal Signal’ (Segnale Cardinale) on Secca Dei Monaci is no longer in place. The Cardinal Signal 
and the Secca Dei Monaci are not marks of any course. 

Be advised that the cardinal signal marking the rocks on the northeast portion of the Islands of Poveri is currently not in 
place (approximate location: 41 05.730 /009 35.276). 

 

REQUESTS FOR STARTING TIME DELAY 

Unfortunately, the race committee will not be able to approve requests for starting time delays because of repairs to a 
yacht or her equipment for coastal class starts. With 4 starts (and as many as 8 for the Islands Long Race on Thursday), 
the negative impact on the day’s racing for the fleet is too consequential.  

For windward/leeward course classes, delays of up to 5 minutes will be considered on a case-by-case basis.

The Highland Fling Owner/Driver Award will be presented to the top scoring handicap boat at the final awards 
ceremony. Those yachts in Division 1 who want to be eligible must make their Owner/Driver declaration at the race 
office prior to the first race of the series.
